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RESUMO

A pesquisa se propde estudar as praticas de participacdo institucionalizada no Poder
Legislativo de Minas Gerais. O objetivo da pesquisa € entender a sensibilidade dos
parlamentares as demandas apresentadas pela sociedade e quais 0os mecanismos que eles
utilizam para responder a essas demandas. A pesquisa aborda questdes relacionadas ao papel
representativo do poder legislativo, e como a participacdo popular contribui para o exercicio
desse papel, mediante uma abordagem neoinstucionalista, assim coloca 0s processos
institucionais no centro da discussdo. Para tanto foram analisados os mecanismos de
participacdo Comissdo de Participacdo Popular que objetivam o debate do planejamento do
orcamento publico estadual. A analise realizada permitiu inferir sobre os tipos de demandas
apresentadas pela sociedade, as caracteristicas do publico participativo, e principalmente
mensurar o tipo de relagcdo entre sociedade e estado que a participacdo possibilita. Assim, a
pesquisa ajuda na compreensdo dos limites e possibilidades que a participacdo oferece para
gue a sociedade civil se estabeleca como agente atuante na esfera politica, bem como os
limites e possibilidades da participacdo para fortalecer modelos institucionais para o bom
desempenho democrético.
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ABSTRACT

The research aims to study the institutionalized practices of participation in the Legislative
Branch of Minas Gerais. The objective of the research is to understand how the
parliamentarians are sensitive to society’s demands and which mechanisms they use to
respond to these demands. The research addresses issues related to the representative role of
the legislators, and how public participation contributes to the exercise of this role, through a
new institutionalist approach thus places the institutional processes at the center of discussion.
For that were analyzed the participation mechanisms of Public Participation Commission that
aimed discussion of planning of state public budget. The analysis allowed us to infer about the
kinds of demands from society, the characteristics of participatory public, and especially to
measure the type of relationship between society and state that participation makes possible.
Thus, the research helps in understanding the limits and possibilities that participation
provides for civil society be established as an active agent in the political sphere as well as the
limits and possibilities of participation to strengthen institutional models for good democratic

performance.
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
