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Ecos da literatura policial no Brasil: desfiando narrativas.

Resumo

Analisa-se, nesta tese, a narrativa policial desde suas origens aqui tragadas a partir de
Edipo rei, de Séfocles, tomado como a primeira obra policial até suas manifestacdes na
literatura brasileira contemporanea. Para tanto, tomam-se as teorias de Umberto Eco, Edgar
Allan Poe, Tzvetan Todorov, Muniz Sodré entre outros, para demonstrar-se a constru¢ao, a
pratica e a propria teorizacdo do romance policial, de modo a dirimir-se as tradicionais
barreiras, impostas pela critica, entre alta e baixa literatura. Dessa maneira, busca-se provar
que o romance policial pode ser estudado em sua dimensao literaria com vistas a elucidagao
de seus processos de criacdo, leitura e difusao.

Abstract

The present dissertation analyses detective stories from their origins here traced back to
Sophocles Oedipus King, thus considered the first literary work on a police theme to its
manifestations in present day Brazilian literature. To do so, theories by Umberto Eco,
Edgar Allan Poe, Tzvetan Todorov and Muniz Sodré, among others, are considered in order
to demonstrate the construction, the practice and the theorization of the detective stories,
thus dissolving the boundaries, imposed by critics, between high and low literature. Thus,
the present aim is to prove that police narrative can be studied in its literary dimension
aiming at clarifying its processes of creation, reading and diffusion.
