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RESUMO

O presente trabalho € uma investigacdo sobre a cooperacéao internacional entre
Brasil e Alianca de Cidades com o0 objetivo de compreender como essa
cooperacao contribui para a urbanizacdo de assentamentos humanos
precarios, tematica que se tornou relevante para a agenda social das relacées
internacionais a partir das Conferéncias e Declaracbes que abordam o
problema do desenvolvimento humano como um requisito para a
universalizagcdo de direitos e para a promoc¢ao de seguranca humana. A
importancia da urbanizacéo sustentavel de assentamentos humanos precarios
€ institucionalizada com a producdo de conhecimento sobre a tematica e com a
criacdo da Agéncia UN-HABITAT, e suas respectivas acoes realizadas. Dentre
essas acgOes pode-se localizar a cooperagéo entre Brasil e o Programa Alianca
de Cidades. A Alianca de Cidades instituicdo criada em 1999 para contribuir
para 0 alcance da Meta 11 do Objetivo 7 de Desenvolvimento do Milénio,
também conhecida como “Cities Without Slums”, visa alcancar até 2020
melhora significativa nas condi¢cdes de vida de pelo menos 100 milhdes de
habitantes em assentamentos humanos. A cooperagéo internacional via
compartilhamento de conhecimentos sobre Boas Praticas para a melhoria dos
assentamentos humanos realizado pela Alianca de Cidades contribuiu para que
as instituicbes publicas brasileiras, em especial o Ministério das Cidades,
aprendessem e internalizassem novos interesses e consequentemente,
efetivassem politicas nacionais especificas no campo da habitacdo de
interesse social, como a elaboracdo do “Plano Nacional de Habitacdo” e dos
Programas “Urbanizacdo, Regularizacdo e Integracdo de Assentamentos
Precarios”; “Habitacdo de Interesse Social” e o programa de financiamento
habitacional “Minha Casa Minha Vida”, acdes que buscam a melhoria das

condicdes de moradia e a diminui¢cdo do déficit habitacional do pais.
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ABSTRACT

The study is an investigation about International Cooperation between Brazil
and the Cities Alliance Program aiming to understand how this cooperation
contributes to the urbanization of precarious human settlements. This theme
became relevant to the Social Agenda of International Relations from the
conferences and statements addressing the problem of human development as
a requirement for the universalism of human rights and the promotion of human
security. The importance of sustainable urbanization of precarious human
settlements; that is, houses located in areas without adequate infrastructure,
without access to basic services and without land ownership; is institutionalized
with the production of knowledge on the subject and the creation of the UN-
HABITAT Agency and its actions. The cooperation between Brazil and the
Cities Alliance Program, an institution created in 1999 to contribute to the
achievement of Target 11 of Goal 7 of the Millennium Development Goals, also
known as "Cities Without Slums"; which aims by 2020 to have achieved a
significant improvement in living conditions of at least 100 million people in
slums; is one of its practices. International cooperation through sharing of
knowledge on Best Practices basis for the improvement of human settlements
conducted by the Cities Alliance has contributed to the Brazilian public
institutions, especially the Ministry of Cities, to learn and to internalize new
interests and thus effectuate specific national policies in the field of social
housing such as the drafting of the “National Housing Plan”, the programs
"Urbanization, Regularization and Integration of Slums,"” "Social Housing" and
the program of housing finance "My Home My Life," actions that seek to
improve living conditions and reducing the housing deficit in the country.
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
